1. �Torque Check the performance data tables and choose the model or models having rated output torque equal 

or greater than the torque required for the job.

2. �Speed–Note the maximum input RPM.  Do not exceed this RPM.

To order, specify model number, dimensions and specifications of output shaft (if not standard); state whether 
output shaft is to rotate in same direction or opposite direction of input shaft rotation; whether output shaft should 
be extended to right or left (when facing input) and whether automatic worm brake is desired as an extra.

Note: Specifications and Performance data are based on NO overhund load.
